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Acrylic Painting Value Scales

IMPORTANT:  USE ONLY THE LOOSE PAINTS IN THE BIN FOR THIS ACTIVITY.  DO NOT USE THE PAINT SETS!

Tint:  a light value of a hue made by mixing the hue with white.  The opposite of a shade.

To make a value scale of tints, squeeze a dime-sized amount of a dark color into your palette and mix it with water.  Paint the first box with this color.  Then add a tiny bit of white and mix gently but thoroughly with your brush.  Paint the next box with this value.  Add another tiny bit of white and mix.  Paint the next box with this value.  Continue this process until you have filled each box with a different value of the hue you chose, proceeding from darkest to lightest.  You will be graded on neatness (stay inside the lines!) and your ability to fill each box with a distinctly different value.


Shade: a dark value of a hue made by mixing the hue with black.  The opposite of a tint. 

To make a value scale of shades, squeeze a small amount of a light color into your palette and mix it with water.  Paint the first box with this color.  Then add a tiny bit of black and mix gently with your brush.  Paint the next box with this value.  Add another tiny bit of black and mix.  Paint the next box with this value.  Continue this process until you have filled each box with a different value of the color you chose, proceeding from lightest to darkest. You will be graded on neatness (stay inside the lines!) and your ability to fill each box with a distinctly different value.
