Steps-by-step instructions:

1) You have two options:  
-Determine an idea, then decide what color scheme will work best.

-Determine a color scheme you like, then decide on an idea that works well with those colors.
2) Use a 2B pencil to create a sketch of your idea for your project on 12 X 18” drawing paper.  If you want to see how certain colors will look, use colored pencils and scrap paper to try them out.
3) Check in your sketch with the teacher.  
4) Draw your design on your gessoed paper lightly in pencil, using your sketch on drawing paper as a reference.  

5) Paint background and light-colored areas first.  It is much easier to paint darker colors over lighter colors.  Remember that you can also create transparent washes similar to watercolors by adding a lot of water to your paints.  

6) You can then go over these areas and add details.  If you need a smaller brush than those in your set, ask the teacher for a detail brush.
