Emphasis Sketches in Colored Pencil

Level 1

60 points (15 points per sketch and explanation)

For this exercise, you will demonstrate your understanding of the different types of emphasis by making colored pencil sketches that represent each specific type.  I will not be looking for neatness and good coloring and drawing skills here.  These are just sketches!  I only need enough information to give a general idea of what the final product would look like.  You will be graded on whether your idea actually fits into the category of emphasis you were trying to represent as well as your ability to explain how it fits.  After you have completed these sketches, you may choose one to represent as a final colored pencil drawing or create a completely different idea that also uses one of the five types of emphasis.

Directions:

Choose four of the five types of emphasis below and create a corresponding sketch on 

8 ½  X 11” paper.  First use pencil to lay out the main components.  Then use colored pencils to show what colors the items in the drawing would be if you were to do this as your final colored pencil project.  Refer to pages 291-295 for detailed descriptions and examples of each type.

· Isolation

· Location

· Convergence

· The Unusual

If you are not sure that your idea is going to properly represent that type of emphasis, please ask me before you begin.
